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Year 9 Fireworks Presentation Tutor Notes

	Slide 1
	Introduction:

Introduce yourself and explain you are in school to highlight some of the issues that are particularly relevant for the Fire Service around Bonfire Night.

Explain that you are not there to preach, as they will have already learned about the Firework Code etc in previous years.



	Slide 2
	Aims and Objectives:

Explain that anti-social behaviour plays a huge part in the incidents we have to attend and the problems that we face as a service not only on Bonfire Night, but throughout the whole year.

Warn them that there may be some graphic examples/clips of real injuries. You will notify them if they wish to look away.



	Slide 3
	Ask the group - What is anti-social behaviour?

Examples include:

· Lack of consideration to others 

· Harm to others/property?

· Nuisance to others

· Threatening behaviour
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	An example of anti-social behaviour

Tell the group you are now going to show them some images from a real life example that was caught on CCTV

	Slide 5
	Play video (Starts automatically)
· A thug in a Halloween mask throws an industrial firework into an off license in Bolton
· The firework was made up of 200 rockets
· The shopkeeper managed to kick the fire works out of the shop
Discuss the possible consequences

· The shopkeeper’s baby was behind the counter and suffered injuries sustained by smoke inhalation

	Slide 6
	Awareness of others:

Discuss with pupils how fireworks are often used to threaten people and intimidate them. 

Many people don’t see the serious consequences that may arise from messing around with fireworks. We are not here to encourage people to avoid bonfires, but ensure that everyone is kept safe during this busy time.
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	Image of flat with fire damage:

The owner of the property had wanted to get rid of his sofa, and was waiting for it to be collected (this was with the condition that it was kept dry), so he had stored it underneath the property. A group of young people were messing around with fireworks and had decided to set the old sofa on fire for a laugh. 

Ask the group: What do you think happened in this situation?

Inform them:

· The situation soon got out of control and the man who lived there had to be rescued from the property

· Exit routes blocked

· Smoke – danger to other residents

· Fire damage to the property

Deliberate fires such as this account for most of the calls the Fire Service receives.

What might the effects be of this? E.g. Delay in getting to accidental house fires/saving lives etc.
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	Show image of deliberate fires from the local community/firework ‘fights’ in the street:

Ask the group – 

· Would you like to live in the house that looks out onto this?

· Why?

· Note the empty house marked with an arrow. Why do you think nobody lives there?

· Do you think the property would be easy to rent out? Sell?

· After the objects are removed, what do you think some of the after effects might be? For example, burn marks on the house/exterior wall
· People make a judgement, what do you think they might think of the street/area?

(Taken in an area of Leeds if pupils ask)
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	Impact on the local community:

Ask the pupils if they can think of any others

Bad reputation – Impact for the people who live there

Fear of crime –  People intimidated when going out

Appearance -  Stigma attached to an area
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	Image of council clearing up:

Ask the group how much they think it would cost to clear this up?

The average cost of the council clearing up after a small deliberate fire is £1970

Agencies that may have to get involved include; the Police, WYFRS, Local Council, Housing etc.
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	Show the image of the post box:

Ask the group – Would you feel comfortable posting Birthday/Christmas cards in here?

The elderly may be affected, as there may be too long a distance to walk to the next one.
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	Spot the hazards:

Ask the group what potential hazards they can see in the image.

Examples:

· Too close to buildings – too high – risk of trees catching fire nearby

· Unstable

· Dangerous, toxic fumes from burning plastics

· Overhead cables

· Gas cylinder

· Risk of animals/children getting inside.
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	Deliberate car fire:

Ask the group what they think – A firework fight? A joke? Arson?

A firework was put through an open window for a laugh. Tell the group this was a young lad’s first car. How would you feel?
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	Charred front door – firework through the letter box image:

Ask the group - What are the potential consequences? 

· Death/injury of those indoors

· Could have got out of control…house burned down or spread to other houses in the street

· Preventing Fire Service getting to other people in danger on Bonfire Night
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	Anti-social behaviour – An example:

Read notes from PowerPoint and tell group you are now going to show them a clip from Sky News that is a real life example of anti-social behaviour
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	PLAY DVD CLIP – Sky News (Starts automatically)
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	The consequences:

Read notes from PowerPoint



	Slide 18
	Guardian newspaper clip
Three teenagers were given the following jail sentences:
· Owen Hewitt (aged 18) jailed for seven years for the manslaughter of the mother of nine, plus three years concurrently for committing arson

· Samuel Luckes (aged 17) - same as above

· Ryan Croft (aged 18) who pleaded guilty was given five years for manslaughter and two years for arson (also running concurrently).
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	Ask the group what they think:

Encourage group discussion
